Sabbatical Years

He took into exile in Babylon those who had 
escaped from the sword, and they became 
servants to him and to his sons until the 
establishment of the kingdom of Persia, to fulfill 
the word of the LORD by the mouth of 
Jeremiah, until the land had enjoyed its 
Sabbaths. All the days that it lay desolate it kept 
Sabbath, to fulfill seventy years.
– 2 Chron. 36:20-21

and your holy city, to finish the transgression, to 
put an end to sin, and to atone for iniquity, to 
bring in everlasting righteousness, to seal both 
vision and prophet, and to anoint a most holy 
place.

"Seventy weeks" = "70 sevens."
